from the minor road between A33 and B3046. There will be a £1 per vehicle parking charge 
collected at the entrance; please have your money ready. 
Do not park in the Forestry Commission public car park. 
  

Map:  Scale 1:10,000 and 5 m contours.  Pre-marked and bagged on A3 or A4 paper.  Loose control 
descriptions.  Updated in 2009 with amendments in October 2011. 

 
Terrain: Typical FC woodland, with blocks of very runnable forest and others with 

undergrowth/brambles/brashings - leg cover will be required. 
 
Cost: Military entry fee:   £2.50

 EMIT brick hire (if required):  £1 
 Parking    £1 per vehicle payable on entry to the forest 
 
Courses: Subject to final controlling:  

Brown Course  9 km (experienced orienteers only) 
Blue Course  6.5 km (experienced orienteers only) 
Light Green Course 4.5 km (experienced orienteers only) 
Red Course  4 km (suitable for novices) 
Orange/Yellow  3/2 km (suitable for juniors – no MLS points)

Starts    1115 -1430 hrs. 
Courses close  1600 hrs. 
All runners must download by course closure time – even if not finished.
